2. SA#83 Outcome of SA3 and SA3-LI Submissions

Almost all SA3 and SA3-LI contributions were approved. Study on Security of Virtualization lead to some discussion to avoid discussion of solutions with impact on UE. The required change to the associated study item description was to set the checkbox for UE and UICC to don't know. The title had to be changed to include the words: "Study on".
S3-183212 CR#382 was postponed, because it was originally meant to align SA3 with CT4 spec, but CT4 aligned their spec with ours in the meantime.
3. General Information and Actions
Initial NAS protection related LSs were handled in a block SP-180954, SP-180947, SP-180953, SP-180953, SP180955, SP-181147. Verbal clarification was required that on AS layer, privacy for NSSAI can be achieved by not sending it.

Regarding GSMA LS on Steering of Roaming (SoR) postponed from last meeting, SP-180972 (was SP-180872), SA3's input was included in the SA response LS SP-181244.
LS from GSMA 5GJA on user plane security on N9 (SP-181202). SA3 and SA2 are expected to respond to SA plenary, which will then respond back to GSMA.
