Rationale

3.1

General
The security protocol described in clause 13.2 of TS 33.501 [1] is currently called "Application Layer Security" or "N32 Application Layer Security". At SA3#94ad-hoc in Stockholm, in the context of indirect communication and delegated discovery, SA3 discussed the principle that acronyms should be unique to avoid confusion. 
The acronym ALS is not unique. A search in the ETSI Terms and Definitions Database Interactive (TEDDI) lists seven different meanings of this acronym (from Ambient Listening Service to Automatic Laser Shutdown).

An alternative name proposal for ALS is already included in the contribution S3-182387 presented at SA3#92 in Dalian. As the uniqueness of names has been brought to SA3's attention again, we propose to reconsider the earlier proposal. 
3.2

Rational for the specific proposals

The following proposal is the most important point of this contribution.


Proposal 1: Find a unique name for the security protocol described in clause 13.2 of TS 33.501 [1].

Less important and mainly for the sake of making a concrete proposal, this contribution also proposes a specific name.


Proposal 2: The name for the security protocol described in clause 13.2 of TS 33.501 [1] is SIMPL (Security for 



Interconnect with Mediation services ProtocoL).
If a new name is found, Ericsson volunteers to provide a CR to TS 33.501 [1] incorporating the name change.
