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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: _GoBack]SA3 thanks RAN2 and RAN3 for their LS on NR positioning SI. 

SA3 has discussed protocol and architecture aspects related to NR positioning as well as potentially supporting location management functionality in the RAN. SA3 would like to provide this preliminary feedback:

In addition to potential architecture impacts, there are security impacts as well since the location management function, even if the RAN only acts in the capacity of a client, is considered a core network function. SA3 has always considered the RAN node being less physically secure as compared to core network nodes due to the fact that RAN nodes are sometimes deployed in exposed locations.  Increased core network function in the RAN may require additional hardening of the RAN capabilities.  

2. Actions:
To SA2 and RAN groups.
ACTION: SA3 WG respectfully asks RAN and SA2 to take the above into account when defining future work for NR positioning.
