SA3 kindly asks CT1 to take the feedback into considerations and to clarify whether it is correct to assume that a single Warning Message needs to be able to serve human PWS users, human ePWS users and IOT ePWS devices simultaneously.

CT1 is still studying possible solutions for ePWS and has not concluded on any solution.

Thus, it is too early to conclude whether a single Warning Message can serve human PWS users (including both those using Rel-16 UEs supporting PWS and those using pre-Rel-16 UEs supporting PWS), human ePWS users and IOT ePWS devices simultaneously.
