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1	Overall description
[bookmark: _GoBack]SA3 made following observation in TS 33.501 related and made necessary changes in 33.501 in the attached CR (S3-191258) to SUCI and Identity request procedures.
Regarding the quote from subclause 6.12.2 and 6.12.4, CT1’s observation is correct that if a 5G GUTI is included in the “Initial Registration“ then there is no guarantee that the AMF will be able to retrieve the SUPI of the subscriber based on this temporary identity and AMF shall initiate a subscriber identification mechanism.  
As per CT specification during a "mobility registration updating" or "periodic registration updating" procedure the UE provides a 5G-GUTI which cannot be mapped to a SUPI by the AMF, AMF shall send “Registration Reject message” with a specific 5GMM cause "UE identity cannot be derived by the network." Upon receipt of the message with this 5GMM cause, the UE will delete its 5G-GUTI and subsequently automatically initiate an initial registration procedure including its SUCI.
Regarding the identity request procedure for SUCI, SA3 has the following Note in 33.501. 
“NOTE 3: In response to the Identity Request message, the UE never sends the SUPI.”
Also, 33.501 has detailed subscription identification procedure which is used by serving network when the UE cannot be identified using temporary identity. Use of subscription identification procedure is not restricted to the registration procedure, and the UE will always respond to the identity request with SUCI in Identity response. The use of Identity request for SUCI for following error cases which can occur during the 5G authentication procedure is specified in the following sections
· 6.1.3.2.2: If the network finds that the authentication response (RES*) is not valid, 
· 6.1.3.3.2: if the UE responds to the Authentication Request with an Authentication Failure message with 5GMM cause "MAC failure" or "non-5G authentication unacceptable,

The above note implies that the Subscriber Identification mechanism is not restricted to Registration procedure only. 

Regarding the de-registration procedure, a clarification is made in 33.501 in the attached CR if the UE initiates the de-registration procedure when it does not have a valid 5G-GUTI available the UE will include its SUCI in the Mobile identity IE which is a mandatory IE in the Deregistration Request message. A typical use case for this is that the user decides to terminate an ongoing initial registration procedure before the UE received a Registration Accept message with a 5G-GUTI from the AMF.

SA3 asks CT1 to take note of the above information in 33.501 Implementation of the identity request procedure for SUCI.
