Security for Wireline Access to the 5G core network
7B.a General
To support Wireless and Wireline Convergence for the 5G system, two new network entities, 5G-RG and FN-RG, are introduced in the architecture [x].  
The 5G-RG acts as a 5G UE and can connect to 5GC via wireline access network (W-5GAN) or via Fixed Wireless Access (FWA). Existing security procedures defined in TS 33.501[3] are reused. 
The FN-RG can connect to 5GC via wireline access network (W-5GAN). The W-AGF performs the registration procedure on behalf of the FN-RG. It acts as end point of N1 and provides the NAS signalling connection to the 5GC on behalf of the FN-RG.
A 5G -capable UE can connect to 5GC through an RG that’s connected to the 5GC via wireline access network (W-5GAN) or NG-RAN. The UE supports untrusted non-3GPP access and/or trusted non-3GPP access. 

For trusted non-3GPP access, the unified authentication framework is reused. Any potential security enhancements in addition to the security procedures defined in TS 33.501[3] are captured in the present document
