Network Functions

The AKMA network architecture shall at least consist of the following network functions (NF).
· AUSF (Authentication Server Function)
· AAnF (AKAM Anchor Function)
· AF (Application Function)
· AMF (Access and Mobility Management Function)
· NEF (Network Exposure Function)
· RAN (Radio Access Network)

The functional descriptions of AUSF, AMF, NEF and AF are specified in clause 6.2 TS 23.501 [xx], to be specific for AKMA, the AF is considered to support AKMA services and interacts with AAnF via Service-Based Interface for requesting keying material.
AAnF is specified in clause 6.1 of the present document.
