Rationale
The KI #29 is about support for resource level authorization of NF consumers.
The KI #29 was proposed as the UDR provides one service to all the NF consumers. Any NF can use the Nudr interface to access resources managed by UDR including UE’s Subscription Data.
One Editor’s note was added to capture this, i.e.
“Editor’s Note: Resource-level authorization is not necessary if sensitive data is contained in a specific service.”

It means that if there is the concrete service for the subscription data, the issue can be solved implicitly.

Currently, a new SID (FS_5GC_sec_storage) on UDR has already been started to study the access authorization of the authentication subscription data. Therefore, if the services for subscription data is specified based on the output of the study, no normative changes in TS 33.501 is needed. 

Therefore, the normative work shall depend on the output of SID FS_5GC_sec_storage_transport.
