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Rationale

This is a resubmission of S3-192812 [2] and S3-193621 [3].
Key Issue #28 addresses authorization in the delegated "Subscribe-Notify" scenarios. However, there does not seem to be any conceptual difference between the delegated and the not-delegated case of the "Subscribe-Notify" scenario, because subscription receivers are identified by callback-URIs in both cases. Therefore, it does not seem wise to address the delegated "Subscribe-Notify" scenario separately from the general "Subscribe-Notify" scenario.
