Justification

SA WG1 completed Release-16 normative work on Unmanned Aerial Systems (see TS 22.125). Both SA2 and SA6 have started studies items to consider solutions to these requirements from architectural and application layer perspectives respectively. 

There is a need to consider the security aspects of such solution to ensure a robust overall system that can meet the needs of the parties involved, e.g. regulators, network operators etc. Without consideration of the security aspects, the Unmanned Aerial Systems work inside 3GPP would not be complete.

Objective

The study item aims to:
Identify the relevant key issues, security threats, and potential security requirements that result for the SA1 normative requirement (see TS 22.125) and both the SA2 and SA6 studies on Unmanned Aerial Systems;
Develop and analyse solutions to satisfy those identified security requirements; and 

Conclude on the solutions selected to be pursued for standardisation in any agreed subsequent normative work.
