Introduction
Editor’s Note: This clause contains some background information for the study.
5GS provides support for Vertical and LAN Services for Non-Public Network (NPN). 
An NPN is a 5GS deployed for non-public use, for details consult TS 22.261 [1]. As described in TS 23.501 [7], an NPN may be deployed as a Stand-alone Non-Public Network (SNPN), i.e. a network operated by an NPN operator and not relying on network functions provided by a PLMN, or a Public Network Integrated NPN, i.e. a non-public network deployed with the support of a PLMN. 
An NPN may support 5G LAN-type services, i.e. services that allow a set of UEs (5GLAN Group) to use private communication, and/or Time Sensitive Communication (TSC), i.e. a communication service that allows deterministic communication and/or isochronous communication with high reliability and availability by integrating transparently the 5G System as a bridge in an IEEE TSN network.
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
