AKMA key lifetimes

The anchor key KAKMA shall be deleted when the KAUSF is deleted. The time when the anchor key KAKMA is described in clause 6.1.
The application key KAF shall stop to be used when lifetime expires. The lifetime is generated by the AAnF, and how long the lifetime is based on application provider’s policy. The lifetime of KAF shall be sent by the AAnF as described in clause 6.2. In case that a new anchor key KAKMA is established, the application key KAF can continue to be used until their lifetimes expire. When the KAF lifetime expires, a new application key is established based on the anchor key KAKMA.
