This contribution discusses the NSSAI privacy in solving the registration failure issue with AMF reallocation. 
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Rationale

The registration issue with AMF reallocation has been spotted in SA3# 95 Reno meeting. Solutions have been proposed and being still discussed. No consensus reached yet.  

SA2 is also involved to inspect the proposed solutions from mainly the procedural perspective, and a LS [1] was sent to SA3.
Responding the LS [1], several rounds of discussions were made in SA3#98e.  One controversy is the answer to the following question in the LS [1]:
Whether the infringement of S-NSSAI privacy is acceptable?
This discussion paper proposes way forward with discussion on the LS [1] and thereby with AMF reallocation. 
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Discussion
The proposed solutions to the registration failure issue with AMF can be categorised into two, based on whether S-NSSAI privacy is respected:

· One solution that infringes S-NSSAI privacy; 
· The rest of the solutions that all respect S-NSSAI privacy
It has been a well established principle in SA3 that S-NSSAI privacy shall be protected, and this principle is respected by all proposed solution to this issue, except one solution.  Therefore, the following proposal is made:
Proposal 1:  Solutions to the registration failure issues with AMF reallocation shall not violate S-NSSAI privacy.

Detailed proposal

It is proposed that SA3 endorse that the above proposal 1.
