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A. Proposed Modifications to 33.108 ASN.1

A.1 Change the Module Identifier

The module identifier below, copied from ES 201 671, needs to be changed so that it identifies a unique module.

A.2 Change the Import Statement

The Import statement copied from ES 201 671 should be changed to import appropriate type references from ES 201 671. These imported type references should be used to create a packet_content_IRI in 33.108.

A.3 Change the Export Statement

The Export statement copied from ES 201 671 should be changed to export a packet_content_IRI from 33.108.  The exported packet_content_IRI can then be imported as necessary into other modules as necessary (e.g., into ES 201 671 to build a ROSE operation) depending on region requirements. The exported packet_content_IRI can also be included in other delivery methods (e.g., FTP or TCP/IP) as needed for regional requirements..

A.4 Delete the sending_of_IRI ROSE Operation

Unless a ROSE operation definition is necessary for the 3GPP module 33.108, the copied ROSE Operation from ES 201 671 should be deleted. If needed, it must be modified as it duplicates the ROSE operation in ES 201 671. 

The recommendation is to delete the ROSE operation. Other modules (e.g., ES 201 671) can Import the packet_content_IRI definition and use as an argument in building a ROSE operation as each region requires.

A.5 Delete Clause B.2 Object Tree

Except for one use with the copied ROSE operation from ES 201 671, the imports are not utilized in 33.108. Unless there is a need to create a ROSE operation with an assigned operation value, it appears as if the entire clause can be deleted. Keeping the clause will cause an overlap with ES 201 671.

A.6 Delete Clause B.3 HI Management Operation

This overlaps ES 201 671 and is not needed in 33.108.

A.7 Change IRIContent to another name 

Change to Packet-IRI-Content or UMTS-Packet-IRI-Content or other to clearly distinguish the 3GPP capability from ES 201 671 IRI-Content (noting that it is intended to be a proper subset). Can eliminate confusion when imported into other modules (e.g., ES 201 671).

B. Circuit-switch domain
B.1  Circuit-switch domain

Add the following to clause 5 Circuit-switch domain:
Delivery of circuit-switch IRI and circuit-switch content from the LEMF to the LEA is accomplished by ES 201 671 [21] and J-STD-025 [22] for their respective regions.
