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Description

In 33.106 (Lawful Interception stage-1) section 5.1.2 there is a requirement for the Lawful Intercept operation in the PS domain to be able to target a subscriber based on MSISDN. If a subscriber has been targeted for LI based on MSISDN, and that subscriber is subject to an SRNS relocation, the subscriber’s MSISDN is not passed to the new SGSN early enough for packets intended for that subscriber to be intercepted.

In order to fulfil this requirement for lawful interception in Rel.6, SA3-LI would kindly ask CN-4 to support the conveyance of the MSISDN via the GTP signalling in the GTP Forward Relocation Request message (Rel-4 and Rel-5 can be ignored). 
This request was already presented by a draft CR for 29.060 (N4-030085) but not approved by CN4. So SA3-LI would kindly ask CN-4 to reconsider this CR for Release 6 with the MSISDN as mandatory parameter.

Without this change, interception would be fragmentary in case of SRNS relocation, so as a consequence the danger exists that National Regulatory Authorities would not accept the LI function.

Actions

ACTION 1: 
SA3-LI would kindly ask CN4 to approve and implement this requirement in 29.060 Rel-6.

ACTION 2: 
To inform SA3 and SA3-LI regarding the decision on this issue.
