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1. Action Requested

ETSI TC LI would like to thank 3GPP SA3 LI for the “LS on Possible overlap of the scopes in the 3GPP TS 33.108 and DES/SEC-003020” (Tdoc S3LI03_029r1).

ETSI TC LI has discussed the problem and agreed on the following:

· 
· Make a comprehensive definition of the scope of the “Handover Specification for IP Delivery” (DES/LI-00002), which would clearly say that when a GSMUMTS vendor or operator implements 33 108 or 201 671 or 101 671 then that LI solution is completely  standards-compliant. Any functionality defined in DES/LI 00002 cannot be imposed on these implementations.
· Solutions adopted within DES/LI-00002 framework, which it is desired to make mandatory for handover of the data intercepted within GSM/UMTS networks will be presented as CRs to ETSI ES 201 671, ETSI 101 671 and 3GPP TS 33.108 specifications.

3GPP SA3 LI offered to add to the scope of the DES/LI-00002 the following statement:

“These GSM/UMTS LI documents specify how to handover the data intercepted in GSM/UMTS networks.”

2. Decision

ETSI TC LI has changed the scope of the “Handover Specification for IP Delivery” (DES/LI-00002 or DES/SEC-003020), which in the new version of the specification reads the following:

Scope

This document specifies the general aspects of HI2 and HI3 interfaces for handover via IP based networks.

This document:

· Specifies the modular approach used for specifying IP based handover interfaces;

· Specifies the header(s) to be added to IRI and CC sent over the HI2 and HI3 interfaces respectively;

· Specifies protocols for the transfer of IRI and CC across the handover interfaces;

· Specifies protocol profiles for the handover interface.

This document is designed to be used where appropriate in conjunction with other ES/TSs that define the service-specific IRI data formats (including TIPHON-03020, TS 1010 909 20-2, DTS/LI-00003 and DTS/LI-00005). Where possible, this document aligns with [TS 33 108] and [ES 201 671] and supports the requirements and capabilities defined in the following standards: [TS 101 331], [TR 101 944].
The goal is that this document and [TS 33 108] become aligned completely. Presently, for the handover of intercepted data within GSM/UMTS PS domain, this document does not override or supersede any specifications or requirements in [TS 33 108].
