7.2 TISPAN WG7 (ETSI TC 10litd038r2)



tdoc S3LI05_108
Bernhard Spalt of Siemens introduced the document and asked that TISPAN should also support LI in their first Release. We should recommend going forward in the way already started in TC LI #10. Also SA3-LI should support the recommendation to use one of the following specifications for Handover: TS 33.108, TS 101 671 / ES 201 671 or TS 102 232. To get this finalized within the next few weeks only the common introduction and the definitions for Handover should be part of WI 07013 for Release 1 of TISPAN. 

Giorgi Gulbani of Nokia said that it was still unclear on where the overall responsibility lies. He said there is still insufficient communication between the groups and the question had not been resolved at ETSI TC LI.  

However the vice-chairman suggested that the proposal is accepted. An LS was drafted as tdoc S3LI05_ 113 and was presented by Bernhard Spalt of Siemens and it was agreed that the figure in 10litd 038r2 proposed by TISPAN WG7 be adopted. After several other amendment the LS was revised as tdoc S3LI05_ 113r2.

7.4 ETSI TC LI






 tdoc S3LI05_109r1
This was presented by Peter van der Arend of KPN who reported on the Rovaniemi and Sorrento meetings. He said that Koen Jaspers of PIDS of had made some proposals for TS 101 331 which were pending. He briefly explained the CRs. He said that TC LI is still waiting for the TETRA updates and that there is still a problem with CableCom ANS.1 parameters.   
He said it is hoped to issue version 3 of ES 201 671 shortly. Bernhard Spalt of Siemens mentioned that a new concept for the SIP IRI definition is under discussion. 

He mentioned the file type 7 had been adopted at TC LI and this will be introduced by Giorgi Gulbani of Nokia in tdoc S3LI05_ 114 under agenda item 11.2.9.

He said that the Asian LI event had been cancelled. However at the GSC meeting in August 2005 global cooperation on LI was mentioned. Peter prepared a contribution on a possible data and possible issues to be discussed during such an event. The contribution was forwarded to the HoD. Peter proposed a joint LI meeting to take place in Las Vegas in January in conjunction with the SA3-LI meeting. This is still under discussion. 
Later in the meeting, following a protracted discussion, there was consensus that SA3-LI would not participate as there were few groups committed to the meeting.

7.5  SA3 standardisation activities - slides 



tdoc S3LI05_ 105
This was presented by the vice-chairman who said that the contribution had been produced by Telcordia and is intended to give a review of  3GPP Security. He drew attention to slides 18, 19 and 20 which are the slides on LI and have been removed from the pubicly available document with the agreement of the Author. The group should now decide whether these slides should remain or be modified.

On slide 18 the group is uncertain as to its contents. In slide 19 the groups feels it should be replaced and slide 20 has incorrect references. 
These were reviewed again later in the meeting and the Group spent some time amending these slides by producing a power point version as tdoc S3LI05_ 116r1. These will be forwarded to the Telcordia Author Rajesh Talpade.

Brye Bonner of Motorola reported that WTSC-LI are in the process of mapping the SIP format into messages similar to those messages found in J-STD-025. Voice Call Continuity Service 



tdoc S3LI05-103
This was presented by Alex Leadbeater of BT and discusses the LI issues surrounding the introduction of the Voice Call Continuity Service (VCC). The spec in question is TR 23.234 r6. He said that the capability to support seamless voice call continuity between the CS Domain and an I-WLAN, or other IP-CANs will present a number of challenges to Lawful Interception standardisation. The combination of 3G and 2G CS and PS are not treated. He went on to describe four approaches to the new services. He also suggested that we should study the existing work in TR 23.806 v1.6 and if necessary provide guidance to SA2. 
This provoked some interesting discussion. The Chairperson concluded that as NeDS becomes specified we need to assure that the CCCF will have the information to align the calls (ie IMSIs are used on both sides or perhaps another parameter into CCCF).
The contribution is noted and will be ongoing.

The Chairperson said that at the next meeting we should reopen the MBMS issue.
