The group suggested that the proposal breaks a fundamental tenet of LI which is that it should not be possible for a sophisticated target to detect any additional delay for his traffic caused by re-routing past an IAP.  Also it may be possible for uncleared network engineers to spot unusual traffic flows.  For these reasons the CR was not accepted.
