There was a lot of discussion on AP07-07.  George Babut believed that all of the information regarding the state of two calls needed for VCC correlation between PS and CS domains could be found. He asked what would happen if the VCC service was provided by a third party. Alex Leadbeater said that a lot of information and discussion was contained in previous submissions on the topic and that the current proposal for correlation had been accepted rather than for correlation at the VCC level. Ron Ryan asked if more than one solution would be acceptable to which the Chairman replied it would but that one would be preferable. The LEAs agreed with this point. The action point remains open for more detailed proposals.

5 Reports of other bodies which are relevant to SA3-LI

5.1 SA#38

Selvam Rengasami attended the last SA Plenary meeting. There were no specific items for SA3 LI. Stage 2 had been approved for SAE/LTE which is still the main Rel 8 priority. A contentious issue for Rel 8 is Interworking with other platforms e.g.WiMAX which will use a dual radio. Stage 3 for Rel. 8 is still scheduled for December 2008.

There had been a recent joint 3GPP2 and 3GPP meeting to consider the transfer of work but LI was not a topic. 

Our CR’s: SA3LI_108r1, SA3LI_105r2, SA3LI_106r1, SA3LI_111r2, SA3LI_097r1, SA3LI_098r1, SA3LI_115, agreed at the Seoul meeting had been accepted, but SA3LI_105r2 was missed after the MCC update. Dionisio Zumerle, who was present, agreed to handle this..

5.2 SA WG3 

Alex Leadbeater said that the next meeting for this group is in 2 weeks time in China. He noted that an email list discussion has started on additional encryption.

5.3 ETSI TC LI

The Chairman introduced this report on behalf of Peter van der Arend.  There had been a statement from the FBI at the recent Como meeting on the use of ETSI standards in the US. He noted that the WTSC-LI group adapts 3GPP SA3 LI standards for use in the US.

5.4 WTSC-LI 

Peter Musgrove reported that at the 6 November meeting the baseline text for the IMS PoC document was accepted. The issue of subject initiated multiparty calls was discussed.  There was agreement that work on server based conferencing would be put on hold until this topic matures in SA3 LI to prevent proliferation of solutions. A supplement with corrections to the VoIP document had been created.

5.5 TISPAN WG 7

Scott Cadzow reported that this group has passed over work on Common IMS to SA3 LI and was now considering non-IMS services e.g. IPTV and corporate networking. The next meeting is 4 March 2008 where they will develop their draft document which will be sent to SA3 LI before its next meeting in Vancouver.

5.6 ATIS PTSC LAES 
Ron Ryan reported the following activities:
The Job Aid Technical Report on LAES (ATIS-1000022.2007), which has a series of scenarios that assists operators in determining what standard(s) to use when they offer broadband data and VoIP services, has been published. A Technical Report on Data Buffering (Short Term Storage) for LAES (ATIS-1000021.2007) has also been published. Work continues on LAES for Advanced Network Conferencing and LAES for Next Generation Networks. Two new projects have been undertaken to provide supplements for corrections, clarifications, and additions to existing standards: 1) a supplement to ATIS-1000678.2007 LAES for VoIP; and 2) a supplement for ATIS-1000013.2007 LAES for Internet Services and Access. The next meeting is in April in Miami.

5.7 TIA TR-45.6 LIG

Ron Ryan provided the following report:

Work on LAES for cdma2000 WLAN Interworking has been completed and the document has been sent forward for balloting. Ballot comments will be addressed in March. Work is now starting on studying the impact of the FBI petition to the FCC on deficiencies in J-STD-025-B LAES for cdma2000 Packet Data. The next meeting is in March.

11 Continued Discussion and New Business

11.1 Common IMS

SA3LI08_002r1 33.107 adding Common IMS details V.2.0
Nokia Siemens Networks

The Chairman introduced this document which develops the approach agreed at the previous meeting which is to adapt the existing 33.107 and 33.108 standards to incorporate Common IMS details.

The Scope statement in Chapter 1 was clarified until it was acceptable to both TISPAN and 3GPP. It was decided to keep Chapter 7A for historic reasons but that new text and a new title was required to emphasise that it refers to IMS on top of the UMTS/GPRS domain.

There was a long discussion on the optimum structure of the new Chapter 10 of 33.107 and annexes. George Babut made a good presentation on the relationship between the IMS, the various access methods and Application Servers (which may be outside of the IMS core). The new document should reflect this with explanatory text where necessary.

The Chairman summarised by saying that there was no general agreement on all points but that new services would go in new chapters and that annexes would contain details for the different accesses, e.g. 3GPP2, TISPAN, Packetcable. He asked for contributions for the next meeting and agreed to update his document to form the basis of future discussion. He noted that MBMS will now be Chapter 10 and so the Chapter 10 referred to above will become Chapter 11.

11.2 Conference LI functions

Selvam Rengasami presented V6.0 of this document which shows the latest changes from the last meeting. He said that there is still an open issue regarding the use and availability of IMPU and IMPI (IMS Public and Private User Identity). Alex Leadbeater suggested looking at how this was resolved for MBMS. Selvam agreed to this and will work on the open issues with the aim of agreeing a CR at the next meeting.

11.3 WLAN WAG

Selvam Rengasami introduced this document which has been developed over a number of meetings. He felt this cleaned up version was in a position to agree as a CR and asked the group to consider it in this light. Alex Leadbeater questioned whether “failed tunnel establishment reason” information would be available at the WAG as stated in Table 3a. Selvam agreed to remove it from Table 3a and subsequent tables where it is referenced. After further minor editorial changes, the document was agreed as SA3LI08_004r2.
11.4 SAE

SA3LI08_006 
LI for Evolved Packet System (EPS) - involved nodes and events
Ericsson

Maurizio Iovieno presented this document which addressed AP07-16 in identifying possible LI nodes and events for the EPS. The group thanked Maurizio for making a sound start to this important work in understanding the LI impact of the new architecture. He hoped that it would make a basis for CRs on 33.107 for rel-8.

There were a number of detailed questions on the contribution. Selvam Rengasami asked how Interworking scenarios would be handled. Maurizio said this was not in scope at present but would need to be addressed at a later stage.

Koen Jaspers asked how stable the architecture was. It has been approved by SA Plenary and is under change control.

George Babut compared WiMax and EPS. He said a great advantage to the EPS is the existence of the MME which acts as an anchor point to allow connection for other networks. It would also be important to adopt a flexible approach to choosing LI identifiers. He emphasized the need for LI contributions in view of the December 2008 date for rel-8 as 3GPP operators would need to compete with WiMax.

Peter Musgrove asked about location based LI to which Maurizio said the previous approach would be adopted.

Alex Leadbeater asked if there would be a need to develop an encryption key delivery mechanism. Koen Jaspers said possibly but the preference for LEAs was for the CSP to remove encryption before handover.

Selvam Rengasami asked if LI for EPS should have its own document or be incorporated into 33.107/108. George Babut said that SA2 has a different set of documents for EPS and thought a new start would be best. Maurizio thought there would be a time penalty with this approach. The Chairman suggested starting an email discussion and giving the topic an agenda item at the next meeting.

Alex Leadbeater introduced this pseudo CR which is aimed for full inclusion in rel-8 as a full CR. The essential difference from that presented at the last meeting is the additional information contained in the Tables and the inclusion of initial ASN.1 definitions for the first time.

There are still outstanding issues and Alex encouraged contributions to fill the gaps in order to present a full CR at the next meeting. Selvam Rengasami offered to assist with ASN.1 definitions and the Chairman suggested sending the ASN.1 to Ralf Schmalbach at BNetzA for checking. Alex noted that CC is out of scope for this document and in any case may be encrypted at the SGSN. Selvam suggested either a new document describing CC issues and correlation or alternatively a statement in the present document.

SA3LI08_008 
IMS CSCF Dynamic CC Triggering (IMS)
BT Group

Alex Leadbeater introduced his document which proposed a flexible and interoperable approach to IMS CC interception. The aim would be for the CSCF (or possibly an Application Server) to determine when interception is required and to signal over a standard interface to the appropriate node where CC may be intercepted. This would remove the link to existing solutions based on 3G access and could potentially apply across multiple networks where the IMS provider is independent of the CC transport provider.

There was a long discussion on the merits of the proposal. Operators favoured the vendor independence and flexibility that would ensue but concern was expressed at the possible breaking of the IMS security model. Alex Leadbeater said that there were other options that could be explored in slower time.

The Chairman summarised by saying that there was no clear agreement on the way forward. He suggested starting an email discussion and returning to the topic at subsequent meetings with clear use cases, details for involved domains (clarification for cross border) and supporting evidence would help for a way forward.
