SA WG3 

Alex Leadbeater had attended SA WG3 in June and reported the following: in LS S3-080636 SA2 had suggested a Common IMS Workshop that should involve SA3 LI as LI may be a topic. No date had been agreed yet; his suggestion that the end to end encryption topic and key handover should be moved into TC LI was not met with enthusiasm. Some 3GPP companies are not happy at possibly having to use TC LI standards; a WI is starting up for filtering out SPIT (SPAM in Internet Telephony) and SPIM (Messaging SPAM); there was a lively discussion on media security.

5.3
ETSI TC LI

Alex Leadbeater reported that the main item discussed at the Chania, Crete plenary in May was the Retained Data Handover Interface (RDHI). There is considerable pressure from those wishing to implement the EU Data Retention Directive to have this agreed as soon as possible. A Rapporteur’s meeting was held in August to progress the standard and version 0.9.3 will be available soon as a pre release candidate for the Prague plenary at the end of September. From a mobile perspective, GPRS is now included but not full IMS, MMS or WLAN as yet. They will appear subsequently. An XML schema is now available.

WTSC-LI 

Peter Musgrove reported that at the June meeting the group continued to work on LI for PoC (OMA spec v1), Server Conferencing where the SA3 LI work is monitored, a supplement to the IMS VoIP document to fix issues and on deltas to the SA3 LI specifications to cater for North American regional variations where formal agreement has been reached between the groups. He noted some Canadian requirements for location reporting.

In section 3.2, Abbreviations, George Babut found the term “3GPP MS” for Third Generation Mobile Communications System confusing as MS is already used in other 3GPP specifications for Mobile Station. The Chairman asked Berthold Wilhelm to check the use of this abbreviation in 33.106, 107 and 108. Berthold checked 33.106 and found that there was no conflict as 3GMS was used rather than 3GPP MS. He accepted an action to check 33.107 and 108 and recommend any change required.

Whilst accepting that there is a case for dynamic triggering mechanisms, the Chairman and George Babut did not approve of modifying the common IMS and all its underlying security mechanisms and protocols. The document was noted but additional discussion and details of involved services are necessary. Alex was asked to keep the topic within SA3 LI to get a agreement based on common IMS first.
