Introduction
The ATIS PTSC-LAES Subcommittee met on November 2-4, 2010 in Scottsdale, Arizona, USA to continue the development of Lawfully Authorized Electronic Surveillance (LAES) for wireline applications.  This report provides a summary of that meeting.

LAES for Voice over Packet Technologies (VoP) in Wireline Telecommunications Networks

There was no time available at this meeting to address contributions for Version 3 of the ATIS standard for lawful interception of VoP communications.  Version 3 will incorporate Supplements A and B for ATIS-1000678.2006 (i.e., Version 2), and will enhance the standard (e.g., addressing problems associated with correlation among messages, addressing problems associated with SIP mapping including a possible simplification).

Version 3 is scheduled to be completed by the end of 2011.

Support of LAES for Advanced VoP Conferencing Services
Most of the meeting time was spent resolving the letter ballot comments for the Technical Report (TR) on Support of LAES for Advanced VoP Conferencing Services.  Many changes, including major technical changes, were agreed upon, and these require extensive work on the base document.  A default letter ballot will be required.

Further changes for the TR were discussed, many of which are simplifications, but these require new contributions.  Participants were encouraged to submit these contributions prior to February 2011 PTSC-LAES meeting.

The work plan is for the editor to update the base document prior to the February 2011 PTSC-LAES meeting, and for the Subcommittee to spend extensive time on the document in February.  The objective is have a document approved for default ballot at the May 2011 PTSC meeting.

LAES for Internet Access and Services (IAS)

FBI-CIU and supporting organizations submitted a proposal to develop a Technical Report (TR) that would specify the capability to report payload byte count in the ATIS-1000013, LAES for IAS, packet header report (i.e., as IRI).  There was no agreement on the wording of the proposed “issue statement” and the proposal was deferred to the February 2011 PTSC-LAES meeting.
