3 Status of the Lawful Interception work in TC LI
A CR to TS 101 671 was agreed to extend the sms-report structure for the support for intercepted SMS messages in non-mobile (3GPP) format. The "content" field remains dedicated for 3GPP purposes. In addition an "enhancedContent" field is defined for other purposes. Specific character-encoding can be indicated (gsm-7-bit-ascii, 8-bit-ascii, 8-bit-binary, ucs-2, utf-8, utf-16).
In addition a "party-Validity" has been defined to get the possibility to indicate if the party identity is trusted / untrusted or added by the CSP. A similar addition might be useful to make to 3GPP TS 33.108. A CR is prepared in SA3LI11_061. 
The support of CDMA2000 has been incorporated in part 1 and part 7 of the TS 102 232 series (IP handover interface). This was requested by Canada. Part 1 is made capable for the handover of call identifying information from the mobile circuit-switched domain of CDMA2000 and communication identifying information (CII) and content of communication (CC) from the mobile packet-switched domain of CDMA2000. The ASN.1 definition is expanded with imports from ANSI/J-STD-025-B. Part 7 is now covering UMTS/GPRS and CDMA2000
4 Dynamic triggering of interception (DTS 102 677)
The updated version 0.5.7 as outcome of TC LI Rap#25 was agreed as basis for further work. That version was available in Venice.

The goal is to finalize the standard in TC LI#28. The rapporteur has indicated that one or two more rapporteur meetings might be needed. No rapporteur's meeting was organised after TC LI#26.
5 Status of the Data Retention work in TC LI

Corrections have been made and additional issues have been added. "Direct TCP with XML encoding" is agreed as an additional data exchange technique.
6 Data Retention: System Architecture and Internal Interfaces (TR 103 657)
The draft Report has been considered by TC LI#26 to be stable enough for publication as v1.1.1. The report is giving guidance on the internal architecture at the CSP domain for Data Retention and also some of the internal interfaces are worked out.
7 eWarrant Interface (DTR 103 690)
TC LI continued working on the report describing an "electronic Warrant Interface" as a generic, extensible interface for receipt of requests for measures producing real-time or stored information. Several modification were made and more study is needed.
The eWarrant description can be made applicable to the administrative interface (HI1) as defined in the Lawful Interception specifications.
There is no new updated version available.
8 Other LI issues

No progress has been made on any requirements of CAT, CRS and H(e)NB. 

The handling of Media Stream Security is still on the to-do-list of TC LI.

Discussion took place on LI in the Cloud. Contact has been made with the ITU-T Focus Group on Cloud Computing.
