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1. Introduction

CAT and CRS services provide functionality for the provisioned subscribers to customize alerting tone and ringing signal. These services could be triggered most typically during the call/session setup in the alerting phase. The approaches described in the SA3LI11_063 and in the SA3LI11_64 CRs propose unreasonable effort to implement CC interception and customized media delivery for the CAT and CRS services. 
2. Discussion

2.1 CS delivery of CAT and CRS media

Both the CAT and CRS LI proposals list the MGW from the circuit switched domain as information source for CAT and CRS Owner information. However the MGW has no information about CAT CRS service at all. To provide this information is unreasonable implementation effort and requires existing interface modification for LI purpose.

2.2 Double interception

The CAT and CRS media is expected to be delivered by the MRF. When the interception is activated for the target subscriber the access interception provides the actual part of the CAT or CRS media that is actually delivered to the intercepted subscriber. 
The proposed requirements for CC interception would result double interception and with increased effort in LI implementation does not give additional benefit.

2.3 Partial delivery and privacy
Both the CAT and CRS proposals contain the media delivery as attached to IRIs when the services are triggered during call setup. This approach would deliver the whole CAT and CRS media file/content even only the fraction of the media is actually played towards the subscriber. 
Thefore the interception would result more content than it is actually part of the communication and without indicating the actual length of the media delivered to the subscriber. This functionality may harm privacy rules of some operators or some regulations. 

Besides privacy considerations there is a significant difference compared to SMS interception namely the partial delivery of the CAT and CRS media to the subscriber. Based on typical scenarios only part of the customized media delivered, played to the receiving subscriber. Therefor delivering the whole media by default is not in line with the general principle of the basic interception requirements.
3. Recommendation

Discuss and update the CAT and CRS LI proposals and maybe the related requirements to avoid unreasonable implementation effort and to avoid privacy conflicts.
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
