Introduction
This report is to inform SA3-LI on the status of ATIS PTSC-LAES work that may be of interest to SA3-LI.  The PTSC-LAES Subcommittee met in Miami on 12-13 February 2013 and in Washington DC on 2-4 April 2013 since SA3-LI #48.  This report provides a summary of those meetings.

Version 3 of ATIS-1000678
PTSC-LAES continued development of Version 3 of ATIS-1000678, LAES for Voice over Packet Technologies in Wireline Telecommunications Networks.  A major simplification this Standard has been accepted.  The EncapsualtedSignalingMessage (SIP) parameter is made conditional (not optional) and the ProtocolSpecificParameters parameter has been eliminated:

In those LAES messages that contain the EncapsulatedSignalMessage as a conditional parameter, the SIP signaling message present at the IAP, if any, that triggered the LAES message shall be provided, excepting:

· If CC reporting is not lawfully authorized, any and all message bodies shall be removed or redacted (e.g., by overwriting).

· Any and all P-Access-Network-Info headers, Geolocation headers and associated message bodies shall be removed or redacted.

In the DSR message, the EncapsulatedSignalMessage shall include the SIP signaling message present at the IAP, excepting:

· If location reporting is not lawfully authorized, any and all P-Access-Network-Info headers, Geolocation headers and associated message bodies shall be removed or redacted.

· Any and all P-Access-Network-Info headers, Geolocation headers and associated message bodies for parties other than the Intercept Subject shall be removed or redacted.

· If CC reporting is not lawfully authorized, any and all message bodies other than - (a) MIME type application/SDP and (b) location message bodies if not lawfully authorized - shall be removed or redacted.
The EncapsualtedSignalingMessage parameter is present in most CII messages.

A significant number of other clarifications, enhancements, and corrections were accepted.

The object for this Standard is to have the document ready for ballot by 4Q2013.

LAES for Internet Access and Services (IAS)
The Subcommittee has started development of ATIS-1000013 Version 2.  Version 2 will:

· Integrate ATIS-1000013.a (Supplement A);
· Integrate ATIS-1000052, Byte Count Reporting in an IAS LAES Environment, as an informative annex;

· Remove support of the SCTE format option for content delivery;

· Review requirements in the following areas:

· Location information;

· ‘e’ interface transport protocols;

· Alignment with ATIS-1000678 Version 3;

· Packet data reports;

· TSP-provided VPNs.

· Make any corresponding changes to the ATIS-1000031, IAS Implementation Guide (i.e., develop ATIS‑1000031 Version 2).

The editor proposed a working document that integrates ATIS-1000013.a and ATIS-1000052 into the base ATIS-1000013 Standard.  Three contributions have also been accepted.

The target resolution date for this work is 2Q2014.
