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1. Overall Description:

SA3-LI wishes to provide input to SA2 based on lawful interception (LI) requirements concerning the identity of a user with a ProSe UE behind a ProSe Relay functionality. A general requirement for the network operator is to be able to identify the originating UE/terminating user to law enforcement when performing LI.    In normal mobile communications, when the mobile attaches to the network, this identification is straightforward.  However, with a ProSe Relay function, the actual originating/terminating user with a ProSe UE is behind the ProSe Relay.  Consequently, SA3-LI would kindly request SA2 to ensure that the work on the ProSe Relay functionality support the ability of the network operator/core network to identify the actual originating/terminating user with a ProSe UE behind the ProSe Relay.  This will help ensure network operators and vendors meet their regulatory obligations regarding lawful interception.
