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1. Introduction
Since last SA3LI in Burlington there has been a ETSI TC-LI rapporteurs meeting in Hamburg, Germany on 19 and 20 November 2013 and a ETSI TC-LI plenary meeting in Milano, Italy on 28 to 30 January 2014.
2. ETSI general
In ETSI a Technical Commission on Cyber (Security) issues is prepared.
The current ETSI Network Function Virtualisation work was discussed in TC-LI. In particular on the security side for DR and LI implementations there seems to be an impact. The current applicable security requirements for LI and DR might need some additional clarification for NFV.
3. Retained Data Handover Interface
Additional information elements have been added  to the RDHI specification TS 102 657 in the area of location, addresses, WiFi and Multimedia.  
In the area of the RDHI questions and answers changes have been discussed.

4. LI specs
No changes were made to TS 101 671.

There has been done maintenance on TS 102 232 part 1 to 4 on generic location sequence, clock time accuracy requirements, webmail as E-mail protocol, location support to IPMMIRI (VoLTE), UDPLT (fax) besides RTP.
The possible restructuring the ASN.1 of the TS 102 232 parts, TS 101 671 and TS 102 657 into one common structure is still discussed. It is assumed TS 101 671 implementation in the future will move to TS 102 232 and TS 101 671 maintenance will then stop. Current implementations cause concern on the stability/availability if the road to a change on one common structure would make big steps.
It was discussed if the TS 102 232 family could also support other hand over needs then LI or DR , for example at the CSP stored information.  At the moment it is unclear if there is common (European) support for a HI for these types of information. It would have some impact on the scope of TC-LI
The TR 102 519 on WLAN LI is updated.

5. Security framework for LI & RD

In the previous TC-LI the WI on DR & LI security was agreed. Last week the skeleton document Draft TS 103 218 Lawful Interception and Retained Data Security was presented.
6. Cloud 

Information from the SA3LI living document on cloud was added to DTR 101 567.
7. X-Interfaces 

The requirements for the X-interface as to be descripted is DTS 103 221 were discussed. 
8. eWarrant 

The work on DTS 103 120 had suffered from different views on the scope and structure of the document. In Milano consensus was reached to have a common  Authorisation (Warrant) section and dedicated Tasking sections for first LI and later for other tasks (e.g. DR, ceased data, preserved data, etc.).
