Introduction
This report is to inform SA3-LI on the status of ATIS PTSC-LAES work that may be of interest to SA3-LI.  The PTSC-LAES Subcommittee met in the Kansas City area on 29-31 October 2013 since SA3LI#50.  PTSC-LAES also met via virtual meeting facilities on 9 November 2013 and on 6 January 2014.  This report provides a summary of those meetings.

Version 3 of ATIS-1000678
PTSC-LAES continued development of Version 3 of ATIS-1000678, LAES for Voice over Packet Technologies in Wireline Telecommunications Networks.  The following LI modifications were made to the Standard:

· The time stamp and other timing information is now mandatory in the CC-APDU;

· A one millisecond timing precision requirement has been added;

· A number of SIP message mapping tables (SIP messages are mapped to LAES messages) have been updated and a new SIP message mapping table has been added (for call forwarding);

· The conferencing (for multi-party calls) SIP message mapping table has been replaced and a conferencing information flow that corresponds to this mapping table has been added.
A contribution recommending that all reasonable available SIP messages be intercepted and reported (with the exception of 100 (trying) and duplicate messages) will be addressed at the next PTSC-LAES meeting.  Currently, that is the only open issue and this Standard is expected to be recommended for letter ballot at that meeting.

LAES for Internet Access and Services (IAS)
The Subcommittee continued the development of ATIS-1000013 Version 2.  Version 2 integrates ATIS-1000013.a (Supplement A) and also integrates ATIS-1000052, Byte Count Reporting in an IAS LAES Environment, as an informative annex.  The SCTE format option for content delivery has been removed, a problem with the Packet Data Session messages has been resolved, and problems with interception based on equipment identifiers & the use of the Packet-Data-Session-Already-Established message has been resolved.

This Standard is expected to be recommended for letter ballot at the next PTSC-LAES meeting unless law enforcement requests additional modifications or enhancements (e.g., for TSP-provided VPNs).
