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Introduction

Since last SA3LI in Sophia Antipolis  in January 2017 there has been a ETSI TC-LI plenary meeting in Sophia Antipolis, France the week after SA3LI and a rapporteur’s meeting 14-15 March at Heathrow, UK.
ETSI and Russian spec offset 

The investigation of non-compatible standards of traffic interception of ETSI and Russian specs is continued.

CS delivery in 33.108

TC LI considered SA3LI#64 proposal on IP based Handover Interface for CS Intercepts. Option 8 was the most preferred one. The SA3LI proposal is a good way forward.
TETRA interception specification
TC LI stopped TETRA-LI work. A liaison was send to SA3-LI and SA6 asking them to ensure that the TETRA features being discussed are within the scope of LI.
Making TS 101 671 historical

After giving users a year to check for impact, the planning for making TS 101 671 historical is picked up again.

Updates on specs

TS 101 331: ”Requirements of Law Enforcement Agencies” has been updates after 5G discussion.

TS 102 656: ” Requirements of Law Enforcement Agencies for handling Retained Data” has been updated after 5G discussion.

TS 102 657: ”Handover interface for the request and delivery of retained data” new parameters were added (RequestType, NumberOfHits, Access Network Information in MultimediaPartyInformation)

TS 102 232-part 01: ”Handover specification for IP delivery” got updates on: integrity checks, discarding PDUs, closing transport connections
TS 102 232-part 03: ”Service-specific details for Internet Access Services” got improved state diagrams.

TS 102 232-part 05: ”Service-specific details for IP Multimedia Services” had additional signaling information added in additional SIP messages.

TS 102 232-part 07: ”Service-specific details for Mobile Services” some elements were added in ASN.1: uMTSCC-CC-PDU, ePSCC-CC-PDU and correction in the naming of other elements

Work on draft specs

DTS 103 462 “Inter LEMF Handover Interface”. Progress continues on the Inter LEMF Handover Interface.

DTS 103 221-1 “Internal interface X1”. Further work was done on target description, TLS use, HTTP use, XSD use, Sender and Receiver IDs.
Some general text was added to the skeleton documents for “Internal interface X2”and “Internal interface X3”. A X2 event representation discussion has started.
Clean up on draft specs and WI with slow progress

It was noted that WI with no progress/actions for over a year should be closed according to ETSI rules. 
For DTS 102 677: ”Dynamic Triggering of interception” TC LI decided to keep this open and continuing the document was still wanted.

For DTS 103 218: ”Lawful Interception and Retained Data Security” the work was stopped. This is now an TC Cyber issue.
Clean up on draft Special Reports

The work on SR 003 291: ”Guide to Lawful Interception and Retained Data standards and concepts” is stopped due to lack of progress.

For SR 003 292: ”LTE Frequently Asked Questions and Implementation Guidance” the goal is to go for publication soon.
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
