1. Administrative:

· PTSC LAES had three virtual meetings (August 10th, September 21st, and October 30th) since SA3LI#66. The next virtual meeting will be held on November 28th, 2017.  
· WTSC LI had one face-to-face meeting (Oct. 24, 2017 in Charlotte, NC) since SA3LI#66. 

· The discussion on a possible merger of PTSC-LAES and WTSC-LI is still happening. The discussion occurred during the WTSC-LI meeting, and a new scope for a combined group will be created for review at a future meeting. The next WTSC LI meeting is TBD. 

2. enhanced Calling Name (eCNAM)

· Nothing to report. 
· Updates are made to the v4 of ATIS.1000678 (VoIP LAES standard). There are other changes happening on that standard. 

3. Encrypted Intercept Information

· The changes are made to the v4 of ATIS-1000678. A new message CCEncryptionInfo is added to ATIS-1000678.v4. 
· A contribution requiring the inter-domain confidentiality protection (on the “e” interface, optional for other interfaces) to be at least as strong as the keys delivered within the CCEncryption message. 
4. ATIS-1000678.v4 updates 
· Discussion on the life time of CallIdentity value and the consequential location reporting issue.  No final decision yet. 
5. ATIS-100069, Error and Exception Reporting in a LAES Environment – new revision. 
· The discussion on last known data usage reporting has ended. The related issue was LEAs not receiving any intercept data for a intercept. 

· The remaining main-focus point is out-of-band reporting of error occurrence. 
6. New PTSC Issue on LI standard for messaging
· The proposal for the new issue to address the messaging other SMS (e.g. iMessaging, MSRP, messaging in RCS or via mobile app) is still being discussed.
