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Abstract
This contribution details the possible next steps in the definition of the SxA and SxB interfaces.


Introduction
During the work that SA3-LI performed on the split CUPS architecture, the group defined two new interfaces: SxA and SxB. These interfaces are indispensable to the functioning of the LI solution to CUPS.
During oral discussions in the group, two possibilities were proposed for the development of these interfaces. Either
	1. SA3-LI would define them, or
	2. the appropriate CT group would be liaised and asked to define them.
At present, neither option has seen any progress. OTD kindly reminds SA3-LI that a choice has to be made, and steps to achieve it must be taken, lest LI for CUPS be left without an implementable solution.
