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Abstract of the contribution: This document provides a brief report from the PTSC-LAES.
1. Administrative:

· PTSC LAES had three virtual meetings (August 12th, September 17th, and October 10th)  since SA3LI#74.  
2. Open projects:
· PTSC Issue 138: Impact of eCNAM standard on LI ( output document ATIS-1000678.v4

· PTSC Issue 144: Encrypted Intercept Information ( output document ATIS-1000678.v4
· PTSC Issue 152: Revision of ATIS-1000678.v3  ( output document ATIS-1000678.v4
· PTSC Issue 155: Federal Cybersecurity Requirements and LI Interfaces ( output document TBD. 

3. ATIS-1000678.v4 updates (LAES for VoIP – wireline)
· After the first ballot review, the document was updated to modify the text related to SHAKEN along with a few informative call flows. The updated document was agreed to send for a default ballot review. However, a last-minute decision taken at the October 10th virtual meeting (see 5 below), the deferred the idea sending the document for a default ballot review. of default ballot The document is in first ballot review.  
· Highlights of the changes after the first ballot review: 

· The idea of using a new CII message referred to as Location Report to send the location at the end of the call for the scenario where the CII: RELASE was sent at the time a BYE was  sent to the Intercept Subject’s device was changed.  
The functionality envisioned with the use of LocationReport can be realized in other ways, and hence, it was agreed to delete the LocationReport from the v4 of the document. Text was added to infer that such a location can be sent using a DSR message or by delaying the Release message to the end of the call.   
· A call flow was added to illustrate the use of Network Signal message to report the eCNAM information was added. 
· The SHAKEN (Signature-based Handling of Asserted information using toKENs) related architecture presumed in the document was using STI-AS and STI-VS, both are the Application Servers (AS) from a 3GPP IMS architecture perspective. However, the network model that ATIS-1000678 applies is a generic VoIP model, and not necessarily a 3GPP IMS model. 
The document was modified to remove references to STI-AS and STI-VS. 

Added three new call flows to illustrate the use of Network signal message to report the SHAKEN related information: Originating end of the call, terminating end of the call, redirected call. 
4. Federal Cybersecurity Requirements and LI Interfaces

· Nothing new to report. 
From the previous report: 

· A new Issue (i.e. project) was agreed earlier. 

· This is a study with  the purpose of identifying the implications of US Federal cyber-security regulations on the LI interfaces service providers to the LEAs.  Any implications on the internal interfaces between (e.g. IAP and the MF/DF) are outside the scope of this study. 

· The study will also identify any state and local regulations beyond the applicable US Federal cyber-security regulations. 

· In case, an implication is found, the study will identify the method of capturing those findings. 

· The study is scheduled for a completion in 2Q19. 
5. Update to ATIS-1000678 to include the RCS support
· A new project was proposed to update the ATIS-1000678 to include the capabilities needed to support the RCS media type. Since ATIS-1000678 is a VoIP specific standard, the project proposal suggested a change to the title of the standard “LAES for SIP-Based Communications”. 
Suggestions were made to retire ATIS-1000678 (VoIP specific) and then update the same document with the expanded scope with a new title and document number. Since ATIS-0700005, LAES for IMS-based VoIP and other Multimedia Services, already accommodated the options to cover the intended scope, suggestions were made to include RCS specifics in ATIS-0700005 or generate a new standard that would apply to both 3GPP IMS-model as well as generic VoIP model. 

Since the Issue 00152 was meant to cover generic updates to ATIS-1000678 (e.g. SHAKEN), the the final agreement was to defer the default ballot review of V4 of ATIS-1000678 to the point RCS related changes were included.
