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Abstract of the contribution: The presentation attached to this contribution was presented in SA3LI in 2014. The questions raised at the end appear to remain unanswered to this date. 
DISCUSSION
The presentation was made in 2014. 
The conferencing related text in TS 33.107 reads as if the conferencing capabilities are group conferencing appears to not focus on the ad-hoc conferencing that may be activated by the target. 

TS 33.108 has a separate ASN.1 module for conferencing that is distinct from  the ASN.1 module used for regular 2-party voice calls. 

The questions that remain to be answered (some of these new): 

· When a basic call is extended to a three-way conference call, does the IRI delivered suddenly switched from encapsulated SIP messages to the conferencing related messages? 

· Assuming AS/MRFC has IRI-POI/CC-TF for conferencing and MRFP has the CC-POI for the conferencing, 
· Should the IRI-POI in the S-CSCF be stopped?

· Should the CC-POI in IMS-AGW be stopped?

· Should the xIRI generated at the IRI-POI in S-CSCF and xIRI generated at the AS/MRFC be correlated?

· Should the delivery of CC of a  held single party call be requirement?

· Should the delivery of CC of a held conference call be requirement?

· In the case of group conferencing, when the conference server is in a different CSP domain, can the conference URI be a non-local ID target in one of the conference participant’s CSP domain?

· In the case of group conferencing, when the conference server is in a different CSP domain, can the conference participants be the  non-local ID targets in the CSP domain that has the conference server?
