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Abstract of the contribution: A specific case related to N3IWF selection for SNPN could require further discussion.
In SA3#78-LI-e-b, a LS on “Additional Clarifications on LI requirements applicable to SNPNs”, see tdoc S3i200409 was sent to SA2, providing LI requirements and guidance from LI perspective to develop N3IWF selection functionality for SNPN.

With reference to the CR under discussion in SA2 available at S2-2007304 (note, the CR is not agreed yet at this stage) there is one aspect which could require further discussion and agreement in SA3-LI.

When the UE is performing DNS query to determine wheather a local N3IWF needs to be selected, it may well happen that no answer is received, and this can be due to different reasons. The question is then what should be the right behavior from the UE, i.e. should the UE stop the N3IWF selection or could the UE proceed with N3IWF selection assuming that no restriction has been imposed on N3IWF selection. 

Based on the SA3-LI agreement it is proposed to send a LS to SA2 to further clarify this specific aspect.
