The target identities which the LIPF present in the ADMF provisions to the IRI-POI present in the MME are specified in TS 33.107 [11]. The LIPF provisions the IRI-POI present in the MME with the following target identities:
-	IMSI.
-	MSISDN.
-	ME (Mobile Equipment) Identity.
The interception performed on the above three identities are mutually independent, even though, an xIRI may contain the information about the other identities when available.
