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Introduction
Since SA3LI #86-b there has been a face to face plenary meeting ETCI TC LI#61 in Malmö, Sweden in September 2022 and there was a hybrid rapporteur's meeting ETSI TC LI Rap#59b in San Antonio, US on 31 October 2022.

Handled specifications
It was discussed and agreed in TC LI#60 to remove the ASN.1 and XSD from the *.doc document of the spec and make them attachments in the *.zip of the specification. The handling of ASN.1 and XSD will be done in the Forge. This applies to:

The TD describing the procedures for using the Forge as part of TC LI's CR process had an upgrade. In the future this description will probably be integrated in Forge.

TS 101 158
The ”Requirements for network functions” has been withdrawn. The work on security features will not be added to this TS but started as a NWI.
TS 102 232-3
The ”Service-specific details for Internet Access Services” had some minor changes.
TR 102 503
The ”ASN.1 Object Identifiers in Lawful Interception and Retained data handling Specifications” had its annual update.
TS 102 657
The ”Handover interface for the request and delivery of retained data” is enhancement related to Edge Computing.
TS 103 120
The ”Interface for warrant information” had added Traffic Policy Objects, additional authorisation fields, a LD subtype field of CSP products and an normative annex with workflow profiles.
TS 103 221-1
The ”Internal Network Interfaces; Part 1: X1” had a service scoping options alignment and an enhancement for getting details from a NE.
TS 103 280
The ”Dictionary for common parameters” had the IPProtocol parameter added.
TR 103 854
The ”Interfaces for Lawful Disclosure of vehicle-related data: scenarios, examples and recommendations” had a practical request-response example added.

Handled drafts
TS 103 705: 
The draft specification ”Data Structures for Lawful Disclosure” has been discussed in order to make progress to be available for operational use.
TR 103 830: 
The work on draft report ”LEA support services; Development and evaluation of technical capabilities” is stopped. ETSI rules require WI to be stopped if no progress is made over a year.

Discussions
The use of JSON was brought in next to ASN.1 and XML. There seemed to be no general objection but further discussions will look at where and when it could be used.
The indication of location only intercepts was discussed. Although no disagreement on the need for this, there was no consensus yet on the best way to achieve this.
The delivery of public and private IP addresses where CG-NAT is applied is still under discussion.
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
