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Background 
GSMA NG UPG is using the Default_EPS_bearer_context_usage_restriction_policy parameter in GSMA PRD IR.92 and the Default_QoS_Flow_usage_restriction_policy parameter in GSMA PRD NG.114. So far, the value of these parameters is applicable irrespective of whether the UE is roaming or in the home network.

GSMA NG UPG has discussed the need to have the possibility that the device can be configured with different values for the case when the UE is roaming and non-roaming, e.g., to set it to allowed in the home network and prohibited if roaming. 

While the GSMA recommends having the value of either parameter be set to “prohibited” especially when roaming, the GSMA cannot exclude that operators prefer to have the parameter set to allowed when the UE is in the home network. However, if the parameter is set to allowed, then a significant amount of additional/unexpected traffic on EPS bearer(s) may reach the lawful interception functions for S8HR (and correspondingly on QoS flows for N9HR) in the VPMN, with serious impacts on dimensioning of the LI system and deviations from functions specified in 3GPP TS 33.107 and TS 33.127

GSMA NG UPG kindly requests 3GPP CT1 to consider enhancing both the Default_EPS_bearer_context_usage_restriction_policy and the Default_QoS_Flow_usage_restriction_policy as specified in 3GPP TS 24.167 and TS 24.229 to allow different values for roaming and non-roaming case.
