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Since SA3LI#92 in January 2024 in Sevilla, there was an ETSI TC LI#65 plenary from 6 to 8 February 2024 in Saariselkä, a few conference calls and a rapporteur meeting on 9 & 10 April 2024 in Sophia Antipolis.


Standards
TS 103 976: ”LEA support services; Interface for Lawful Disclosure of vehicle-related data”
The draft document was agreed and was published in February 2024

TS 102 232: ”Handover specification for IP delivery & Service-specific details”
Assigning CIN to XCAP transaction was added to part 5

TS 102 657: ”Handover interface for the request and delivery of retained data”
The definitions of PEI and IMEI were improved.

TS 103 120: “Interface for warrant information”
Several additions were made: Traffic Policy for Truncating Data Packets; support of TS 103 976; Standard Endpoint Paths for LI Workflow Profile; New format name ServiceAccessIdentifier; Additional error codes, format name InternationalE164. 

TS 102 221-1: ”Internal Network Interfaces; Part 1: X1”
Many improvements were made to support operational issues: list of associated DIDs correction; Generic Target Identifier
It was agreed to keep (XML) samples only in Forge and no longer in the zip-files.

TS 103 280: ”Dictionary for common parameters” 
Some additions were agreed: VIN, service access identifier

TS 103 707: ”Handover Interface for HTTP delivery”
This specification had an update of obsoleted RFC references

Drafts
TS 104 000: ”Internal Network Interface X0” 
TS 104 007: ”Lawful Interception Architecture” 
Both documents are making progress. As they have a close relationship a simultanious publication in October is currently expected.

TS 103 705: ”Data Structures for Lawful Disclosure”
The work on this draft is picked up again. If possible, a version of the specification with basic functional blocks and schemas will be published later this year. The first use is foreseen for traffic data and of subscriber data.
