Network Assistance related Data Collection
In TS 26.501 [1] the Data Collection framework for Network Assistance seems not to be as useful as it could be.

Clause 4.7.3.1 of TS 26.501 [1] specifies that invocations of AF-based Network Assistance are logged. Useful information is contained in those notifications but the Data Collection function for Network Assistance could be more useful if some information could be distilled from the invocation reports. The Network Assistance function contains two APIs – bitrate recommendation, and boost request. It would be much more useful to log and report the invocations of each API, and whether, for example, boost requests were granted or not.
More beneficial reporting of Network Assistance usage could be facilitated by allowing further aggregation functions to be applied for AF-based downlink Network Assistance invocations, but the semantics of the usage of each aggregation function needs further study, including making their usage consistent with how they are applied for QoE metrics.
Further, the current definition is restricted to AF-based downlink Network Assistance. However, it should be useful to log usage of Network Assistance by both the RAN-based and the AF-based methods if both methods serve the same purpose. It is useful to know its usage during media streaming consumption, whichever Network Assistance method the UE implements. While it is understood that RAN-based Network Assistance does not make use of any AF-based interaction with the core network functions, it should be considered whether including reporting of its usage in the Data Collection feature could be realized.
If it is agreed that the above-mentioned enhancements to Data Collection for Network Assistance would be beneficial, it could arguably be accommodated under work item objective 2, “End-to-end low latency live streaming”, since more complete reporting of Network Assistance usage will help service providers provision network resources for such services. 
At SA4 #121 there was a discussion on how to best accommodate the present proposal. Ultimately it was agreed to propose a corresponding new KI on TR 26.804 as a TEI-18 issue. However, a fitting KI for the present proposal already exists in TR 26.804, namely the KI “network event usage”. Hence it is again proposed to accommodate the present issue within the 5GMSA_Ph2 work item.

If it is felt necessary to amend the WID [3] to accommodate this enhancement, this could be achieved by adding the following to point 2 in clause 3 Justification: “Live TV services could make use of enhanced data collection and reporting functionality, e.g. with the Network Assistance function.”.
In the event that the WID should be amended, Sony Europe B.V. would like to be added to the list of supporters of the 5GMS_Ph2 work item.

Proposal for agreement

The enhancement of Network Assistance Data Collection, i.e. to extend and refine the collected data, and to include data collection and reporting for the RAN-based Network Assistance method is to be accommodated in the 5GMSA_Ph2 work item, either with or without an amendment to its WID to explicitly state the need for the proposed enhancement. 
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
