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1. Introduction
The work around Split Rendering Media Service Enabler is progressing in draft TS 26.565 and the draft TS reached version 0.4.0. The draft TS mentions 5G-RTC (TS 26.506) and 5GMSA (TS 26.501). It is not clear, whether functions are re-used (by reference) or duplicated (by text copy). 
The intention of this discussion paper is to propose some discussion points, clarifying the relation of the Split Rendering Media Service Enabled with existing architecture, either 5G-RTC (TS 26.506) or 5GMSA (TS 25.501) or a combination of both. 
A comments version of TD S4-230727 (which contained TS 26.565 v0.4.0) is contained in the zip file.

2. Proposal
It is proposed to address and clarify the questions in the attached document, in order to prepare for reasonable contributions for SA4#124. 
More specifically:
· Draft TS 26.565 references the Media Session Handler (MSH) in TS 26.501 and also the Media Session Handler (MSH) in TS 26.506. It is recommended to review all occurrences and add a reference to it.
· It may be preferred to avoid different Media Session Handlers (MSH) in two SA4 specifications
· Since TS 26.506 is still not under revision control (v 1.2.0), would it make sense to submit a pCR, changing “MSH” to “RTC MSH” (aligned to “Trusted RTC AF”).
· In case there are common Procedures (like usage Policy Template), would it make more sense to define a common API end-point, which can embedded into a 5GMS AF or a Trusted RTC AF?
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
