Online Discussion:
· Frédéric: You said this is a revision from the Chicago meeting. There was this request to check the annex on the pixel streaming profile. I don't see it.
· Thibaud: We consider this does not fall in the same category. That’s why we use another annex.
· Frédéric: Is it SA2 or SA6 edge?
· Thibaud: This is agnostic.
· Imed: We don’t want to have an option to relocate anything. It is very hard to have instances having the same games status. We don’t see any need. It should all be in the main spec, not the MSE spec.
· Thibaud: Relocation is indicated in the scope, and now we are saying it is not in the scope. I don’t understand.
· Imed: I am suggesting to move this to pixel streaming profile.
· Thibaud: OK, I will be happy to work offline to put it in the pixel streaming profile.
· Thorsten: When I read the modifications, I don’t think Annex D is agnostic to SA2 and SA6. 2nd comments on the title in Change #1, there is “Guidelines” in the title but several “shall” are used. It seems incompatible.
· Imed: Yes, Annex A is Guidelines and I don’t think we have any “shall”.
· Thorsten: We can see several “shall” in clause 7.2.2.4.2.
· Imed: I don’t think this is the last version. And here, this is a profile.
· Thorsten: Maybe I will have to write something indicating this is not a guideline but a profile
· Thibaud: About the comment about being agnostic to SA2 and SA6, I will double check.
· Daniel: I have a question for Imed. With pixel streaming, if the server is not available, what happens? You break the session, right? In this case, you are able to continue the session on another server.
· Imed: In your proposal, you don’t address this use case. SA6 has worked on an alternative in this case. But you are proposing something different. 
· Rufael: About the annex D4.2, I think this annex can be improved. There is no explanation on what is defined.
· Thibaud: We have defined a negotiation step. 
· Rufael: Examples or details could help.
· Thibaud: OK, I can provide a detailed description for every object.
· Imed: This is stage 2, it should go to 501 or 506. MSE is more like stage 4, an aggregation of several stages 3.
· Richard: Reference to 26.512 should be probably replaced. A new 26.512 baseline will soon be made available.
· Gazi: We do a lot of relocation in multi player games.
· Rufael: In the switching, you switch between two RTP streams. If there is a change to provide pointers for that, it would help the reader.
· Thibaud: Yes, I can add more details.
