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1. Introduction
Different options for music database collection and selection for EVS qualification tests have been quite extensively discussed with no agreement reached especially on the use or not of a common database. 

Besides, the choice of a common database would raise other complicated questions on how such database is built and agreed by all parties. The possibility to rely on an ‘independent’ and neutral selection entity would still require that such entity be agreed by all parties and the way this selection entity would select among all input music items could still be questionable.
Considering the very limited time left for decision on music database aspects for EVS qualification tests, the Source proposes in this contribution to rely on a simple and already experienced approach to proceed to avoid increasing the risks related to the EVS Qualification process and secure the time schedule. 
2. Proposal
Since ITU-T P.800 test methodologies (ACR or DCR) have been agreed for music testing in EVS qualification, we propose to stick to the common practice for such methodologies, as experienced many times in recently standardization activities like ITU-T G.718, G.729.1 or G.711.1: 
1. Similar to speech samples, the collection and selection of music samples is under the sole responsibility of each Listening Lab (LL). Each LL will select and use proper music samples taking into account cultural aspects and their experience of music testing with purpose to deliver consistent test results. The cross-check test in another LL with same CuT may either confirm the results or show some influence of the music database and/or of cultural aspects in the same way as for speech with different languages and talkers. 
2. Four categories of music samples are used: Classical orchestral, Classical vocal, Modern orchestral, Modern vocal. The more detailed definitions for these categories can be reused for instance from G.711.1 optimisation/characterization Quality Assessment Test Plan in ITU-T TD 292(GEN/12): 
· Classical orchestral - Classical orchestral" means a piece of music played by large  ensemble of instruments played usually in Classical music (an  "orchestra").

· Classical vocal - "Classical vocal" means a piece of music of the same era as "Classical orchestral" usually sung by an opera singers accompanied by orchestra/piano and etc.
· Modern orchestral or orchestral instrumental - "Modern instrumental" means a piece of modern music played by an ensemble of instruments.
· Modern vocal - "Modern vocal" is a piece of modern music comprising one or more singers accompanied or not by instruments. 
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
