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Background
There have been various cases – and we may expect further cases to come during the lifetime of the EVS standardization exercise – when companies claimed the need of a technical correction of mistakes and resubmission after the deadline.Diverging opinions were expressed in the EVS SWG about how to handle such cases: some companies thought that no revision and no resubmission should be possible after the deadline; others thought that the process should be more flexible.
Some examples are the handling of tools, the generation of processing scripts, music database creation, and submission of CuTs where a rigorous judgement is needed on the suitability of using a flexible or inflexible approach for the overall goal of making the EVS standardization a success story.
Proposal
In the following, we provide our proposal how to handle technical corrections in the EVS standardization process.

Corrections are related to items only that were originally submitted in time by the deadline. 
The source believes that technically correct data have to be used in the standardization process. Obvious technical mistakes, recognized by the submitting company shortly after submission by the deadline, have to be corrected immediately. The submitting company is asked to inform 3GPP SA4 about the mistake they recognized after the deadline and run best effort to make the corrections as soon as possible such that the process is not delayed. 
It should then be at the discretion of SA4 to judge on a case-by-case basis whether accepting the correction or using the original submission would serve better the overall goal to progress the standardization activity.

Note that legally motivated deadlines (for example, signature of LoI, payment of funding) are no subject of technical corrections and hence they are required to be executed by the deadline.
