3. Indication of delayed resubmissions
The source always believes that complying with the agreed rules including the deadlines of submission is the only way to complete the EVS project on schedule.
The submission deadline of music and mixed content samples for the EVS qualification test was approved as September 14, 2012 at the 3GPP SA4 #70 meeting. However, the source has found that some music and mixed content samples were resubmitted on September 25, 26, and 27, 2012. Since those samples were resubmitted too late, the source cannot complete review for them by the deadline of completion of review, i.e. September 28, 2012 at 23:59 CEST. In fact, some of the resubmissions were made with no explanation and so we do not know why the samples were resubmitted. Therefore, the source does not think that those resubmitted music and mixed content samples can be included into the common database for the EVS qualification test.
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
