Introduction
This document presents a brief status report on the functions performed by Dynastat for the EVS Selection Test for the period June 27-July 23, 2014, i.e., from the date of delivery of the Final CuT executable to the present. 

Under contract with ETSI, Dynastat is responsible for conducting three functions in the EVS selection Test: Host Lab (HL) for all 48 subjective tests, Listening Lab (LL) for 18 tests, and Global Analysis Lab (GAL). 
Host Lab

In its function as the HL, Dynastat has performed the following activities:

· Developed processing scripts for all EVS Selection experiments.

· Cross checked processing scripts against independent scripts developed by the proponents.

· Developed cross-check procedures with the Cross Check Lab using the common corpus and a preliminary CuT executable

· Validated final CuT executable against proponent using the common corpus

· Processed the sets of speech and audio materials delivered by the LLs and cross-checked all processed files with the Cross-check Lab (CL) for all experiments and all test conditions.
· Delivered the processed files for all 48 subjective tests to the LLs:

· files for 15 tests to Delta Sense Lab

· files for 18 tests to Dynastat, Inc. 

· files for 15 tests to Mesaqin.com

Listening Lab

In its function as one of the LLs, Dynastat has performed the following activities:

· Conducted five of the 18 subjective tests allocated to its LL and delivered raw data to the GAL. Those tests are: bn1, bn2, bn4, bw1, bw2.
Global Analysis Lab

In its function as the GAL, Dynastat has performed the following activities:

· Received raw data for 10 of the 48 subjective tests in the EVS Selection Test 

· Dynastat - 5 tests delivered (bn1, bn2, bn4, bw1, bw2)
· Mesaqin - 5 tests delivered (cw1, cw2, cw6, ci2, ci6)

· Cross-checked scores (Means and Standard Deviations) for each set of raw-data with the LL that delivered the raw data.

· Computed results for all ToR tests for each set of delivered raw data.

Remaining Tasks and Tentative Schedule

The only remaining task for the HL is to write and present the HL report in the Selection meeting.

For it's LL activities, Dynastat has scheduled four tests for the current week (July 21), four tests during the week of July 28, four tests during the week of Aug.4, and one test during the week of Aug.11.

The GAL will prepare two sets of informal interim results, July 26 and Aug.9, for the tests in which raw data has been delivered to the GAL by close of business on the day before, July 25 and Aug.8, respectively. Interim results will include individual tables of Terms of Reference test results by Experiment and by LL. The GAL will deliver the interim results to a single designated Point of Contact representing the 12P group.
