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1 Introduction
At the 3GPP SA4 #72bis meeting in San Diego, it was agreed to use a 50%/50% split between mixed content and music in selection testing [1].
Based on the agreement above, at the 3GPP SA4 #73 meeting in Qingdao, it was agreed to specify four mixed content types in EVS-3 [2]. Note that the equal proportion of mixed content and music was re-emphasized in the EVS SWG report [3].
At the 3GPP SA4 #75 meeting held in Vancouver, it was recognized that randomization does not work for four types (categories) of mixed contents. As a result, the following two options are under discussion:
· Keep equal split between mixed content and music and define three categories for mixed content and three categories for music, maintaining the 3:3 share between mixed content and music.
· Keep the four categories of mixed content and change the decision on equal split between mixed content and music by defining two music categories, resulting in the 4:2 share between mixed content and music. 
In the course of discussion, there were several questions on the definition of the mixed content categories in EVS-3 [2].
It has also been discussed how to increase the number of music items tested in an experiment in order to capture the fact that music has substantially more variation than speech. Therefore EVS SWG has tried to enlarge the number of test materials for mixed contents and music categories by applying more number of talkers but unfortunately it was not feasible in terms of partially balanced randomization.

2 Proposed solution
Considering the fact that the equal split between mixed content and music is a more fundamental agreement and serves towards developing a communication codec that is capable of addressing not only speech centric use cases, the sources strongly recommend keeping this agreed split. Otherwise, the codec will be selected based on the results that weights mixed content over music.
In order to have three mixed content categories and three music categories, the sources propose the following practical solution that builds upon already existing proposals with small adjustments.

For music, it was agreed to use classical and modern music. The sources believe that it is both realistic and practical to increase the proportion of modern music. For this purpose, the sources propose to adopt three categories, classical music, modern instrumental music, and modern vocal music.

For mixed content, EVS-3 defines as an agreement that the number of items for all four types (categories) shall be equal. The sources propose the following assignment of the types for each bandwidth in order to conform to EVS-3.

Alternatively, the first two types current defined in EVS-3 can be merged as follows from the viewpoint of the difficulty in meaningfully differentiate advertisement, movie trailer, and radio jingle type of content in uses cases:
· Radio Jingle, Movie Trailer, Advertisement
· On hold content / answering machine message
· Speech over back ground music
3 Conclusion

The sources strongly recommend EVS SWG keeping the fundamental agreement of the equal split between mixed content and music. The sources propose practical solutions for fulfilling this agreement.
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
