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1 Introduction
In defining the mode sets for EVS-over-CS SA4, as the competent body, has a duty to balance the desire for maximum service flexibility and quality, which would suggest more mode sets, with the need to minimize the number of mode sets to reduce the conformance and interoperability testing burden. 

Based upon the three relevant input contributions from the last telco (AHEVS-377, AHEVS-379 and AHEVS-380) it is possible to derive just five mode sets which satisfy all of the points raised.
2 Discussion and Recommendation
See Table X for the five recommended mode sets for inclusion in TS 26.103.
It should be noted that the numbering of these five mode sets is somewhat arbitrary and the source has no particular preference for the default configuration.

In the view of the source, the fourth (3) and fifth (4) of these mode sets are somewhat unnecessary; being covered already by mode sets 0 & 2 respectively, but on balance their inclusion is probably justified in that they do provide minimum quality of service benefits in that the EVS Primary modes provide SWB or better. However, five mode sets represents a maximum number and additional mode sets should be avoided.
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
