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1. Executive Summary

The ad-hoc meeting lasted for 2 days in Kista, Sweden. The ad-hoc had the additional power to send liaison statements but otherwise was a normal MBS SWG meeting. The only work item to be discussed was IMS Controlled and Initiated PSS and MBMS.
The chief areas of discussion were the architecture and requirements, athough documents on the system description were also submitted. With extensive discussion, an architecture that aligns with TISPAN where possible and supports legacy devices with a clear upgrade path was created. All the agreed changes were rolled into a new version of the permentat requirements document and a new v0.2.0 of the TS 26.cde.
In addition, a liaison was sent to SA2, SA3, TISPAN and CT1 asking for a preliminary security review, definition clarification and general review.
2. Full Report

Opening of the session: Monday 7th April 2008
The MBS SWG chairman Mr. Edward Hall (Vodafone) opened the meeting and was appointed secretary.

Approval of the agenda and registration of documents

The chairman presented the proposed agenda and document allocation in TD S4-AHI001, which was approved.

Reports/Liaisons from other groups/meetings


IMS initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Services

Before beginning the discussion, it was noted that this group would need to liaise to SA2, CT1, SA3 and TISPAN. Actions were given to Mr Thorsten Lohmar to draft a liaison to SA2, SA3, and CT1 and to Mr Frederic Gabin to draft a liaison to TISPAN during the meeting.
S4-AHI012 3GPP TS 26.cde V0.1.1 (2008-05) IMS initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Service; Protocols from Ericsson was presented by Mr. Frederic Gabin. 
It was discussed whether SDF is needed. It was decided that only of there are several service providers involved in the network. If the SSF and SDF are collocated, there may be no need for an SDF.

ACTION: The group needs to review the TISPAN SDF / SSF interaction.
S4-AHI012 was agreed as the baseline TS draft for this meeting.

The group than decided that before dealing with the input contributions, a review of the current TISPAN specifications was necessary to ensure that we align correctly where needed. Mr Frederic Gabin from Ericsson presented the TISPAN stage 2 and 3 documents to the group. There were issues identified with directly mapping the TISPAN architecture to the 3GPP architecture. It was questioned as to the purpose of the Ut interface and whether it was needed in the 3GPP architecture.
ACTION: SA4 needs to ask SA2 about their definition of the Core IMS block.

We looked at the SA2 MBMS architecture and flows to find parallels with how to start MBMS and how TISPAN start IPTV sessions. The conclusion was that PSS needs the PCRF to allocate resources. For MBMS broadcast and multicast the PCRF is not needed as the QoS is bearer level only.

A question was raised as to who QoE metrics are reported to in IMS initiated and controlled MBMS. Do they go to service providers or terminate at the network operator?

S4-AHI010 Draft of Requirements for the WI "IMS initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS user service" from Orange was presented by Mr. Julien Besse.

This document was redrafted online line by line. Comments were made that requirement 1 includes QoS metrics that would not apply to network initiated QoS negotiation.
ACTION: We should update 22.233 release 9 to allow network initiated QoS.

This document was updated into S4-AHI018 to add in MBMS requirements and other online changes.

S4-AHI018 was agreed without presentation.
S4-AHI002 Discussion on interface 9' and PSS-CF from Huawei was presented by Mr. Jincheng Li.
There was a discussion on whether the MRFC should be mentioned in the specification. The protocol on the PSS interface was also detailed. There were 3 possible architectures proposed with this document being one. The other architectures (S4-AHI011 and S4-AHI014) were also presented by their authors at this point to give a clear understanding of the proposals.
Some working assumptions were drafted and a whiteboard session produced an agreeable flexible architecture including an RTSP / SIP translation function. This new architecture will be included in the updated TS in S4-AHI020.
S4-AHI002, S4-AHI011 and S4-AHI014 were noted.
S4-AHI003 The relationship between the SSF and the MBMS User Service Discovery-Announcement from Huawei was presented by Mr. Jincheng Li.

Ericsson commented that the BMSC should not exist any more as not all functionality will be present in one functional entity. The BMSC Announcement function should be moved to the SSF. It was agreed that S4-AHI016 should be presented to show the alternative Ericsson proposal.

S4-AHI016 Review of BM-SC functions from Ericsson was presented by Mr. Thorsten Lohmar.
The proposal is to split out functionality from the BMSC to the IMS as appropriate. A question was raised as to which parts casn be split out and what would the functional architecture look like? It was agreeable that the functionality of the BMSC can be split out to other functional entities as long as legacy UEs are supported.

The mapping between IMS and non-IMS BMSC functions needs to be clear.

The architecture must support 3 different deployment options:

· Non-IMS MBMS release 8 infrastructure
· Only IMS MBMS release 8 infrastructure
· Single infrastructure for IMS and non-IMS release 8
There was a discussion of breaking the Membership function out from the BMSC. Huawei would like re-use the profile management capability of IMS for the subscription management once performed by Membership function, and keep the authorization function within BMSC as it is for the authorization of multicast users. Ericsson pointed out that SA4 has no concept of the Membership function as this is an SA2 construct. Document S4-AHI009 was opened to show the alternative Huawei proposal.

S4-AHI009 The Architecture of the IMS_PSS_MBMS User Service from Huawei was presented by Mr. Jincheng Li.

This document proposed how to spread key management fuction throughout the SCF. Perhaps we can have a reference to the SA2 specification to show what can be done r.e. Membership function.

ACTION: We need to find a way to deal with MBMS multicast mode i.e. how to change the MBMS initiation of  TS 26.346 section 5.3. What how can we use it for in this work item?
ACTION: Identify profile / subscription / registration data + definition of this.

S4-AHI003, S4-AHI016 and S4-AHI009 were noted.

S4-AHI017 Pseudo CR rev1 to 3GPP TS 26.cde V0.1.1 (2008-05) IMS initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Service; Protocols - Clauses 4.2.2 - Architecture from Ericsson was presented by Mr. Frederic Gabin.

S4-AHI017 was noted and the agreed areas will be rolled into S4-AHI020.
S4-AHI020 3GPP TS 26.cde V0.2.0 (2008-05) IMS initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Service; Protocols from the Editor (Ericsson) was presented by Mr. Frederic Gabin.

S4-AHI020 was agreed at MBS SWG level and will be submitted to SA4 plenary for approval.

S4-AHI021 [Draft] LS on “IMA Initiated and Controlled PSS and MBMS User Service” Architecture (To: SA2, SA3, TISPAN WG2, CC: CT1) from MBS SWG was presented by Mr. Thorsten Lohmar.

S4-AHI021 was agreed.

S4-AHI019 Requirements for IMS Initiated and controlled PSS and MBMS User Service: Permanent Document from Huawei was agreed without presentation.

Documents S4-AHI004, S4-AHI005, S4-AHI006, S4-AHI007, S4-AHI008, and S4-AHI0015 were noted without presentation due to lack of time and may be resubmitted to the next SA4 meeting.
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
