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1. Introduction

The distribution of user generated content (UGC) is one of the use cases for the work item on “IMS based PSS and MBMS User Services Extensions” [1]. In the mentioned use case, a user would like to distribute his self generated content to another single user or to a group of users. He captures a video with the video camera of his mobile phone. The video is upstreamed using MTSI and later distributed via PSS/MBMS user services either using streaming or download delivery.  

In the following an overview of procedures for creation of user generated content as well as watching of user generated content is given that is in line with the procedures defined in TISPAN.
2. UGC creation procedure
UGC creation procedure comprises four major steps:

1. Declaration of UGC: The MTSI UE sends a UGC creation request to the SCF and receives a content ID for the UGC from the SCF.

2. Publication of UGC information by the UE: The MTSI UE sends to the SCF a description of the UGC (name, type, restriction, textual description, special group users …)
3. Creation of UGC: The MTSI UE initiates a session with the SCF and upstreams the UGC to PSS Server/BMSC.SnTF.  
4. Publication of UGC information by the SCF: The SCF publishes the UGC descriptioninformation.
3. UGC watching procedure
UGC is distributed via PSS or MBMS. No changes compared to the case of non-UGC content are foreseen.

4. Discussion
In order to integrate UGC provided by MTSI in IMS based PSS and MBMS User Services MTSI need to support the procedure for UGC creation as defined in section 2.
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
