The GeoFencing element allows to limit the distribution to certain geographic areas. The following location types are defined:
· Geographic: this location type is based on the ISO 3166-1 [X] with the following fields:
· continent_code: string(2) - the content code for this location
· country_iso_code: string(2) – the two-character ISO 3166-1 country code for the country associated with the location
· subdivision_1_iso_code: string(1-3) – a string of up to three characters containing the first level of the region-portion of the ISO 3166-2[Y] 
· subdivision_2_iso_code: string(1-3) – a string of to three characters containing second level of the region-portion as specified in ISO 3166-2 [Y]
· city_name: string – the city of this location
· TrackingArea: identifies one or more tracking areas in the network
· TAI: the tracking area identity as defined in TS 23.003 [Y]
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
