Getting Around

Neighborhood Map

Below is a map of the immediate area surrounding RealNetworks. Real is located across the street from the Elliott Bay waterfront, Piers 68-70.  From here it is a short walk to the many restaurants on 1st and 2nd Avenue in the popular Belltown neighbourhood, and just a little further down Elliot Avenue is the world-famous Pike Place Market. There are also many restaurants along the waterfront.
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Seattle Public Transportation

Seattle has an excellent bus system with many routes running into the early morning.  From Bell Street all the way to Pioneer Square is a Ride Free Zone and the cost of other destinations outside the zone is only $1.50 or $1.75 depending on the time of day.

Airport Transportation

SeaTac airport is approximately 13.6 miles from Real, and a cab or town car ride from RealNetworks to SeaTac will cost you between $35-45.  Airport Shuttles are less expensive, but take 3-4 times longer.  
Do You Need a Rental Car?

The answer totally depends on your plans. If you are staying downtown and don’t plan to go out of downtown, you don’t really need a car to get around other than getting to/from the airport. You can take a taxi or bus just about anywhere in Seattle.   If you plan to go across Lake Washington to visit Bellevue/Redmond or even further afield while you’re here, you’ll definitely want a car.

Things to Do

Real is located near the waterfront and less than a mile from the Seattle Center (Space Needle, Experience Music Project, etc.),  Pike Place Market and downtown shopping. Pioneer Square is just 1.5 miles away.
Online Visitor’s Guides
The City of Seattle provides a Visitor’s Guide and NWSource and Yelp are excellent sites for entertainment and restaurants.  
For musicals, plays, concerts and sporting events, it's best to book in advance, but if you are by yourself, you can often buy a last minute single ticket from the box office, or from a half-price booth.
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
